Recommended District Activities for Kick Butts Day

Following is a list of recommended activities that you can plan and implement in your district to promote Kick Butts Day 2006.  For details and helpful hints, visit www.kickbuttsday.org

Community Outreach

· Kick Butts Day Carnival:  A tobacco-free carnival is a creative and fun way to give people important information about tobacco use and the tobacco industry.  It’s also a great way for youth advocates to lead the fight for policies, programs and practices that protect kids from tobacco use and secondhand smoke.

· Face the Truth:  Tell elementary school students about the damage to your lungs and the rest of your body from tobacco use, and show them images of damaged body parts.  Then have them think about these health effects and make their ugliest faces for a contest.  Kids love to make funny faces!
· Lights, Camera, Action: Your Chance to Mock Big Tobacco:  Educate children about tobacco advertisements and tobacco industry manipulation while they’re having too much fun to notice!  Distribute tobacco ads to the kids and then have them act out the way Big Tobacco wants them to view the ad.  Then have them act out the real story and show the truth about tobacco.
· Cigarette Butt Clean Up:  Tired of seeing cigarette butts thrown on sidewalks, parks, beaches, and other public property?  You can organize a cigarette butt clean up and raise awareness of their effects.
· Knock Out Tobacco Ads:  This is a fun and active way to tell Big Tobacco you’re not going to take their youth-targeted advertisements.  Create a mural of tobacco ads, then destroy them by kicking, throwing, or hitting balls into the mural!  You can use soccer balls, footballs, baseballs, or anything from your favorite sport.
· Breathe Easy Track Meet:  Organize a track meet to show how cigarettes can affect people’s ability to perform well as athletes.  Have participants do activities while breathing through a straw to simulate how it feels for a smoker to breathe while participating in physical activities.

· They Put WHAT in a Cigarette?:  There are over 4000 chemicals in a single puff of cigarette smoke, and many of these can be found in everyday household products.  Create a display of these products and their connection to cigarettes to showcase at a community event, or to present to a class or school assembly.
· Mr. Butts on Trial:  Perform your own mock trial or funeral for Mr. Butts, a tobacco icon.  Entertain and educate your audience by including prosecutors, defense attorneys, and a comical judge!
· Project 1200:  1200 people die every day in the U.S. from tobacco and secondhand smoke.  Make this unfortunate statistic more than a number by placing 1200 pairs of shoes in a prominent location in your community.  People will notice!
· Numbers Campaign:  Create a buzz around a numerical statistic of your state or community.  An example would be the number of people who die each day because of tobacco-related disease.  Keep the number’s meaning a secret, then reveal its meaning when everyone’s curiosity is peaked

To Motivate

· “I Will Survive” March:  To put a face on statistics and make the issue more real and understandable to the public and the media, organize a march with people who have survived a tobacco-caused disease or lost a loved one.
· Pledge Wall:  Creating a pledge wall at your school or community center is a great way to get people who use tobacco products to pledge to quit.  Pledge walls also allow people to pledge to help their friends and loved ones quit.
· Battle of the Bands:  Host a fun and entertaining concert to spread your anti-tobacco industry message!  Have a great time while local bands perform on your stage decorated with outrageous tobacco industry quotes.  Use the time between bands to give facts about the harmful effects of tobacco, and be sure to include audience participation!
· Graffiti Wall:  Create a long paper wall and cover it with anti-tobacco graffiti at a school or local mall.  Instruct people to write their feelings about tobacco.  You can take pictures of people writing on it, and even send the graffiti wall to a tobacco industry executive when finished!
· 60 Seconds of Fame:  Create your own Radio Public Service Announcement.  Reach hundreds and thousands of people in your area by getting on the air and making your message clear!
· Extra Warning:  Design your own shocking warning labels and place them on packs of cigarettes and chewing tobacco.  Let people know about all those chemicals they’re about to inhale!
· StoreALERT.org:  This website helps you track advertisements and promotions in stores that kids and teens shop in a lot, like convenience stores.  Observe stores in your area, and be sure to let the media know everything you discovered!
· Return to Sender:  Show magazines that publish tobacco ads that you’re not buying the lies, and they shouldn’t either!  Find the guilty magazines, pull out the subscription cards and the tobacco ads, and send them back to the magazine marked “RETURN TO SENDER.” 
To Advocate

· Raid the Streets:  Spread interesting tobacco company quotes and tobacco facts across your town via flyers and posters.
· Memorial:  Honor those who have lost their lives by having a memorial service with unlit candles, flowers, posters with names listed and/or many other methods to represent them.  Send a message to the tobacco industry by having participants write on a “memorial card” the name of loved one lost or a direct message to the tobacco industry.
· Smoke-Free Dining:  Ask restaurant managers to make their restaurant voluntarily smoke-free.  Create and distribute a smoke-free dining guide promoting the participating restaurants.
· Tobacco-Free Facilities:  Get public facilities that you frequent like stadiums, football fields, stores, and restaurants to become smoke-free.  Write letters, follow-up with phone calls, and even stage press conferences.
· Working to Pass a Local Ordinance:  Get a law passed in your city to protect people from secondhand tobacco smoke or stop tobacco sales to kids.  You can start a petition, write letters to local officials, get statements of support from influential people and organizations, hold a press conference, and many other things to get people on your side!
· International Action: Organizing a letter-writing campaign:  Join advocates across the world in helping to build support for the World Health Organization’s Framework Convention on Tobacco Control – the world’s first public health treaty!
· Caravan to the Capitol:  Rally at your state capitol or city hall!  Gather as many youth advocates as you can and caravan to the capitol to let your representatives know you support strong tobacco control policies and they should too!
· Legislative Breakfast:  Everyone loves a free breakfast, so invite your legislators to join you and take the opportunity to tell him or her exactly what they can do to help you in your efforts.

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National Kick Butts Day is April fifth

Georgia youth join the fight against tobacco
ATLANTA (GA) – Georgia youth are joining the fight against tobacco as part of Kick Butts Day 2006.  The nationwide initiative encourages kids to take a lead in the effort to stop tobacco use in their communities.

In observance of Kick Butts Day on April 5, Georgia students will participate in a variety of activities such as surveying tobacco advertising in their communities, urging local officials to support smoke-free environments, encouraging their peers to be tobacco free, and promoting the need for tobacco-free school policies.  

“Kick Butts Day provides a unique opportunity for kids in Georgia to take a stand against tobacco use,” said Stuart Brown, M.D., director of the Georgia Department of Human Resources (DHR), Division of Public Health. “We want to educate Georgia's youth about the dangers of tobacco and encourage those who use tobacco to call the toll-free Georgia Tobacco Quit Line for help kicking the habit.” 

The Georgia Tobacco Quit Line (1-877-270-STOP/Spanish speakers call 1-877-2NO-FUME/TTY: 1-877-777-6534 for the hearing impaired) is a free resource that offers counseling, screening, support and referrals to local cessation services.  Trained coaches for youth callers ages 13 to 17, as well as coaches for adults, are available to assist in creating a 

personalized quit plan.  Follow-up counseling sessions can be scheduled to help youth callers reach their goal to quit.

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Each day in the U.S., approximately 3,900 teens will try their first cigarette and an estimated 1,500 become daily cigarette smokers. Regular smoking is responsible for increased frequency and severity of respiratory illnesses among young people.  Smokeless, or spit tobacco use, also is on the rise among teens.
“Kids are a powerful part of the solution in reducing youth tobacco use,” Brown said “On Kick Butts Day, youth are sending three important messages: to the tobacco industry, stop targeting them with advertising; to elected leaders, do more to protect them from secondhand smoke; and to their peers, tobacco use is unacceptable.”

Being smoke free is part of the Live Healthy Georgia campaign launched by DHR in partnership with Gov. Sonny Perdue.  The statewide outreach initiative encourages Georgians to follow five steps for better health and well-being: Eat Healthy, Be Active, Be Smoke Free, Get Checked and Be Positive.

The Truth About Youth & Tobacco Use

Kick Butts Day is an annual celebration of youth advocacy, leadership and activism.  On 

April 5, 2006, thousands of youth in every state and around the world will join the Campaign for Tobacco Free Kids in the fight against tobacco. On Kick Butts Day youth are in the spotlight to raise awareness about youth tobacco use and to change their peer’s perception of tobacco.  It is on this day that youth show how tobacco use prevention activities in Georgia can change their lives for the better.

Approximately 80 percent of adult smokers began smoking before the age of 18 and everyday 3,900 young people under 18 try their first cigarette. Teens who smoke are three times more likely than nonsmokers to use alcohol, eight times more likely to use marijuana and 22 times more likely to use cocaine.

Statistics About Georgia’s Youth

· 16 percent of middle school students and 27 percent of high school students currently use some form of tobacco.
· 9 percent of middle school students and 19 percent of high school students currently smoke cigarettes.

· 5 percent of middle school students and 7 percent of high school students use smokeless tobacco. 
Health Effects of Tobacco Use

· One in every six deaths in Georgia is related to tobacco use.

· Smoking causes about 87 percent of all lung cancer cases. 

· Cigarette smoking is a major cause of cancers of the lung, larynx, oral cavity, throat, and esophagus and is a contributing cause in the development of cancers of the bladder, pancreas, liver, uterine cervix, kidney, stomach, colon, rectum, and some leukemias.

· Cigarette smoking accounts for at least 30 percent of all cancer deaths.

· Nicotine narrows your blood vessels and puts added strain on your heart.

· Smoking damages lungs and reduces oxygen available for muscles used during sports.

The Risk of Trying Tobacco

· Nicotine in cigarettes, cigars, and spit tobacco is highly addictive.Within weeks or even days of first starting to smoke, young smokers can show signs of addiction like feeling anxious or irritable and having strong urges to smoke.

· More than one-third of all kids who ever try smoking a cigarette will become regular daily smokers before they leave high school.

· Cigars and spit tobacco are NOT safe alternatives. In fact, they have higher levels of nicotine.

Smokeless Tobacco

In 1986, the US Surgeon General concluded that the use of smokeless or spit tobacco is not a safe substitute for smoking cigarettes or cigars because these products cause various cancers and noncancerous conditions. They can also lead to nicotine addiction. Smokeless tobacco continues to be a source of health problems in the United States, especially among young users.

Smokeless Tobacco or Spit Tobacco:

· Comes in 2 different forms: snuff or chewing tobacco

· Causes an increased risk of cancer of the mouth and pharynx

· Causes gum recession and bone loss around the teeth

· May play a role in heart disease and high blood pressure

· Causes leukoplakia (white sores in the mouth that can lead to cancer)

· Causes abrasion of teeth 

· Causes tooth discoloration and bad breath

· Contains 28 known carcinogens including: formaldehyde, nickel and polonium-210.

· Contains high concentrations of salt, which contributes to high blood pressure. Users have a higher risk of heart disease, hypertension, and heart attacks.

· Spit tobacco users are at a high risk for cavities due to the amount of sugar added to spit tobacco products during processing.
Secondhand Smoke

Secondhand smoke is the name for the poisonous smoke given off by a burning cigarette, cigar, or pipe. Smokers may claim to have a right to smoke, but nonsmokers have a more important right to breathe safe air. So the next time one of your friends lights up in front of you, fire off these facts about secondhand smoke:
· Secondhand smoke kills about 3,000 nonsmokers each year from lung cancer.

· Secondhand smoke causes wheezing, coughing, colds, earaches, and asthma attacks.

· Secondhand smoke fills the air with many of the same poisons found in the air around toxic waste dumps.

· Secondhand smoke lessens the smell and taste of food.

· Exposing an infant to secondhand smoke increases their risk developing pneumonia, bronchitis, and fluid in the middle ear.

· Secondhand smoke makes clothes and hair smell unpleasant.

Did You Know?

· Cigarettes contain formaldehyde – the same stuff used to preserve dead frogs.

· Cyanide found in rat poison is available in the cigarette smoke nearest you whether you're a smoker or just hanging around people who smoke.

· Nicotine in cigarettes is addictive, and is also a potent insecticide found in bug spray.

· Short-term use of spit tobacco can cause cracked lips, white spots, sores, and bleeding in the mouth. 

· Surgery to remove oral cancers caused by tobacco use can lead to serious changes in the face. 

· Tobacco stains teeth and causes bad breath.

Dear Editor:

Nearly 4,000 youth under the age of 18 try their first cigarette each day, according to the U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC).  In Georgia, one in six middle school students and about one in four high school students currently use some form of tobacco.  

Today, thousands of Georgia kids will join youth from around the nation and the Georgia Department of Human Resources (DHR) in celebrating National Kick Butts Day.  On this day, Georgia kids are saying "no" to tobacco use as well as educating their peers about the dangers of smoking.  They're also sending a message to the tobacco industry about misleading tobacco advertising and encouraging Georgia leaders to take a stand against secondhand smoke by supporting tough clean indoor air ordinances and tobacco-free school policies.
